e In his highly passionate speech, Prof. Suresh showed how the energy of the
Washington, DC, conference has turned into the mission mode of the current
discussion in Pune, India and how the hunger for working together has made CITE
possible.

e Healso raised concern over the volume of education problems in India and why the
Indian education system needs both qualitative and quantitative changes.

e He advocated faculty training programs which, in turn, could benefit a large
number of students by regenerating their research and innovation skills. He argued
that this would make students industry-ready.

Prof. Dhande was the third speaker of the day. He spoke about how this idea of
transforming higher education in India with the help of diasporic educational
leaders from the US was envisioned at the last conference in Washington, DC, in
June 2022. Now the agenda of this conference in Pune, India, in January 2023
should be to convert it into tactical steps that could transform higher education in
India.

He emphasized how we can learn from the globe and implement locally

Furthermore, NSF also plans to join six of India's technology innovation houses to
support at least 25 joint research projects in 2023 in areas such as artificial
intelligence and data science.

Prof. Vishwanath Karad, the last panellist on the panel of esteemed dignitaries,
started his speech by pointing out that the mission of the CITE platform (the
platform that was supposed to be launched post the speeches) should be to think
about humanity at large and not just limititself to India and the USA.

He added that we had been warned by the Coronavirus pandemic when we were
compelled to lock ourselves away, and many mental and social issues related to
peace emerged during that time; that we need to devise solutions that would
critical for establishing a globally peaceful society.

He also informed the audience that, past April, US Secretary of State Lincoln

e The Governor, the chief guest at the conference, started his speech by expressing
his wishes for CITE to transform higher education in India.

e Prof. Garimella initiated the discussion and gave a brief overview of CITE's
bjectives, vision, and mission.

e Souvik Bhattacharya joined the discussion by adding about the successive model
of BITS-Pilani and the steps it had taken to become one of the best non-
government higher education institutes in India.

e He also expressed his concern over the uneven distribution of funds for R&D
between publicand private universities and institutions.

e Thediscussion was closed by all speakers agreeing to adapt the application-based
research in private Indian universities and promote professional education and
training in some critical areas of knowledge.

e All the speakers also agreed on building CITE as an outside-the-box solution to
research funding problems at private universities in India.

e Agenda - Deciding the goals of CITE and the action plan to achieve them.

Prof. Garimella started the discussion by explaining the vision of CITE, i.e., an Indo-
US partnership for exchanging ideas and transforming higher education in India.
He even invited the ideas of the VCs and directors on how to make CITE more
inclusive and outcome-oriented.

e Some of the very important questions related to CITE, its functioning, and its role
were raised by the VCs and the directors of the private university during the open
discussion session.

e Prof. Tripathy joined the conversation by explaining the different organisations and
associations of higher education in the US that work to advance education at
universities and institutes. He discussed the Association of American Universities,
the Association of Public and Land-Grant Universities, the American Council on
Open ducation, the Association of American Colleges and Universities, the Council
of Independent Colleges, etc.

e One suggestion made in the open discussion was on the objective of the CITE,
which should be collaborative capacity building, advocacy and communication,
and leadership and mentorship. Many people believed that internationalising
Indian private universities would benefit university operations and research and
development.

e Prof. Alok Mishra, VC, Mewar University, Rajasthan, said that this is the right time
forliberalising education in India and that CITE must work in that direction.

e Prof. Dhande concluded the discussion by saying that NEP 2020 is a visionary
document and has the potential to make India a leader in the higher education
sector.

The discussion was initiated by the Chairperson & the moderator by voicing their
opinions about the importance of faculty excellence and training, as the quality of
institutions and education depends on the quality of faculty.

Dr. Sahay spoke about how the "reward mechanisms" at universities could be a
crucial factor towards achieving faculty excellence at scale.

Dr. Grewal underlined the importance of configuring transformative strategies that
include government participation. He also laid down six Es of faculty excellence:
Endeavour, Enrich, Energize, Enthuse, Enthral and Efficiency enshrined.

Dr. Behera stated that Faculty excellence can be achieved through a clear vision and
mission, great leadership, student service and satisfaction, job security, perks, etc.
External and internal performance assessment is also important.

As a part of the discussion, the speakers answered 4 major questions

How can we recruit and maintain faculty quality across all types of institutions and
atthe scale desired?

What metrics may be identified for faculty excellence?

What are the best models for joint research and educational partnerships between
institutions?

What are the best approaches to systematically capacity-building that provide
greater exposure and training to early-career faculty in India?

e Agenda - Governance practices CITE should follow to support a research culture

e The chair, Jayathi Y. Murthy, President of Oregon State University, opened the panel
for discussion. The moderator, Prof. Shalini Bharat, Director/Vice Chancellor, Tata
Institute of Social Sciences, Mumbai, summarised the points of discussion that had
taken place in the breakout session.

e She underlined the importance of academic freedom for the teachers and the low
possibility of good research because of the uncertainty of faculty tenure.

e Prof. Kaushik talked about the role of leadership. It should be the faculty who
drives a research agenda in a university and who sets the agenda. The major
challenge faced by young universities with faculty with less experience is that they
often come up with common topics that have already been covered rather than
new and practical topics.

e Dr. Vinay stressed that a lack of rewards for researchers significantly contributes to
poor performance and the cause of low citations and low-quality research works.

e Prof. Khosla stated that excellence in research could be attained by permeating a
research team in society that includes all subjects, celebrating success, big or small,
not pushing or keeping targets but simply keeping a check from time to time, using
appropriate technology, collaborating with institutions and faculty-to-faculty
collaborations, and building your capabilities and focusing on the areas you want
towork on.

* Dr. Padhy highlighted that It is essential to establish centres of excellence and
provide rigorous training and handholding for faculties for vital research as it is an
organic process and not something that begins overnight.

e DrGarimella concluded the discussion by speaking about the budget and funding
for research in private and public universities in the USA, how research costs more
inthe USA compared to India, and how CITE plans to solve it for India.

He started by stating the problem where he mentioned that
there are many faculties and institutions that want to collaborate but don't exactly
know how to start the process; hence, the faculty should be trained and mentored
sothey can go ahead.

Dr. Gauri Sharma emphasised the importance of developing the structure and
establishing institute collaborations. In addition, the institutions' systems must be
regularly updated forthem to be more helpful.

Dr. Khathing emphasised the numerous opportunities for higher education
investment in northeast India. He went on to say that America can provide means,
support,and guidance, as well as create fellowships to travel across the country or
the world and generate exchange programmes that will give both institutes and
theirfaculty and students more exposure.

Dr. Rajender Sharma highlighted the concept of domestic collaborations, which
include joint conferences or workshops, joint projects, student and faculty
exchange programs, credit transfers, and joint degrees.

Summarising the panel discussion, Dr. Pankaj Mittal said collaboration requires
time, money, and energy.
